Leveraging on our extensive network of leaders across a wide cross-section of fields 
and sectors, ASHK will design and deliver interactive and engaging programs that offer students 
access to exceptional leadership insights, and first-hand accounts and advice to building vision and 
personal resilience,” says S. Alice Mong, Executive Director of ASHK. 
 
ASHK will begin its outreach efforts in the coming months to engage and encourage student 
participation from local schools and universities.  A dedicated social media community group will be 
launched to facilitate program promotion and student interaction during the program period.  The 
actual implementation of the fireside chat series will be in September 2018.
